“Too often, parents underestimate the prevalence of underage drinking and the power they have to prevent it,” said Governor Janet Napolitano. “Underage drinking is the number one substance abuse problem facing Arizona’s youth and it can result in devastating consequences. It’s time for all of us to draw the line.”
The arts expo is free to attend and will be open to the public on Feb. 20 from 5 to 8 p.m. at Bentley Projects, 215 E. Grant St., Phoenix.
